COURSE PROGRAM

7. International Markets: Legal and Cultural Factors Affecting the Environment (Especially Aspects of Contracting)

· Different legal thinking affecting contracting 

· versions of offer – acceptance –model (CISG; Finnish Contracts Act): non-conforming / late answers 

· formation of contract terms and liability rules: British entire agreement doctrine – Nordic rules on liabilities based on contractual information 

8. Smart contracts 
· current situation of SC from the point of view of traditional and developing contract law 

· fitting the general principles of contract law or rules on formation of contract and contractual liability with smart contracts 

· the possible legislative approaches to smart contracting: digital platforms as a resource in opening contracting interfaces to third parties, as happens e.g. in transfer of payments. 
· contract management, strategic contracting and contract techniques, legal design and visualisation of contracts) 

· blockchain technology and its legal implications (allocation of trust based risk and liability positions, disclosure duties; Internet of Things (IoT), automated transactions and Big Data, data protection and data security, digital signatures)
