• Participant apprehends his/her role as a teacher in the students’ learning process.

Dialogical teaching, teaching practice with verbal and written feedback, written learning 
assignments, group work in multi-disciplinary groups, activating small group exercises and working 
in the virtual learning environment (MyCourses).
