3. verbi: omistaa = to possess, to own

* Oma suomi = (My) own Finnish
e Sinun oma suomi. = Your own Finnish.

e Omistan auton. =1 own a car.
e Omistat auton.

* 3rd person pronouns
* han and he are generally considered written or really formal spoken forms
* se and ne refer to people in Standard Spoken Finnish

* However, some people only use han and he, and consider se and ne rude in
spoken Finnish

* However, even more people think that they say han and he, but actually the
3rd person pronouns they use are se and ne

* |t depends a lot on the dialect that is being spoken

* Asun kamppakavereiden kanssa = | live with roommates
* Minulla on kamppakaveri = | have a roommate
* Minulla on kamppakavereita = | have roommates

Genetiivi, yksikko (genitive singular)

* The Finnish genitive is formed by adding an n
* n is added to the stem (Finnish: vartalo) of the word

* Vaino -> Vainon
* stem: Vaino

* lapsi -> lapsen
e stem: lapse-



Vartalo (stem in English)

e the stem is often the same as the nominative or dictionary form of the
word

e jsa = father
e jsan = father’s

* sometimes, the stem is different
* lapsi = child
* lapsen = child’s
* stem: lapse
e genitive: lapse + n

 when you learn a new word, it’s a good idea to learn both the nominative
and the stem

* however, it’s not random, there are rules and patterns to help you with this!



Kysymys

* Jon

 when a word ends in a consonant, we often add an i to get the stem of the
word

* Jon

-> Jonin =Jon’s

* this almost always works for place names and people’s names
* Some exceptions:

 Nikonen
e Mari Nikosen



Genitive plurals: Monikon genetiivi

* [apsien = the children’s

* there’s a whole different set of rules for the genitive plural, which
you’ll learn later



Genitive of personal pronouns and possessive
suffixes

* minun lapseni = my child
* niis a possessive suffix

informal: mun lapsi, minun lapsi
* sinun isasi = your father
informal: sun isa, sinun isa
