Mita kuuuuuuluuuuuu?

* Long vowels and consonants can’t really be too long in Finnish, so in
the beginning it’s good to exaggerate them



Sanan rytmi = Word rhythm

e kulu
= expense
e kuluu

= is spent (verb kulua)

e kuulu
= was heard (verb kuulua, spoken)

e kuuluu
= kuuluu from mita kuuluu, from the verb kuulua ’is heard’
(Mita kuuluu literally means: What does one hear)



Sanan rytmi

e Aku

= first name

e Aaku

= nickname

* Akuu
= Aku in the partitive, spoken

e Aakuu

= Aaku in the partitive, spoken

the list goes on...



Sanan rytmi

o Akku

= Battery (for cell phones, cars, laptops)

e Akkuu

= Battery, partitive, spoken

* Aakkuu
= Made up word to demonstrate word rhythm

e Vaakkuu

= The sound a duck makes



Some unfortunate pairings

* kusi = piss — kuusi =6

* mato = worm, matto = carpet
* Miko — Mikko

* Reeka — rekka



These are hard to remember at first

e But they will get intuitive over time

 Say the version you remember, it’s usually clear from context what
you mean!

* If you know a sound is long, exaggerate it

* vuotta vs. vuotias
e vuotta = years (partitive of vuosi, year)
* Olen 36 vuotta. = I'm 36 years old.
e Olen asunut Suomessa nyt 25 vuotta. = I've lived in Finland for 25 years now.
e Olen 36-vuotias. = I'm a 36-year-old.

* How/why does lapsi become lasta?
* lapsi = nominative
* lasta = partitive

... Ne' I looked up is 'they’, but why 'Ne' is connected with 'asuu'? not
'asuvat’?

* Written language: he asuvat ‘they live’
e Spoken: ne asuu ‘they live’



Tampereella vs. Helsingissa

* Place names can take -lla/lla or —ssa/saa for ’in’

* Helsingissa, Espoossa

* Intiassa, Sambiassa, Brasiliassa

* Qutside of Finland: always —ssa (some exception)
* Tampereella, Vantaalla

* There’s no way to know which one, you have to look it up and memorize

* When | moved to Turku, | had to ask the locals how the place names
worked

* |f the place is related to water or the name of a body of water, it’s likely to
be —lla/lla

e Vantaassa = In the river Vantaa
* Vantaalla = In the city called Vantaa



Aallossa

* Aalto = University, also: Wave

* in Aalto: Aallossa
e |t: |l



Oscarin ystava

= Oscar’s friend

* This is a case called the genitive, genetiivi in Finnish
= our grammar topic of the day

e Oscar ends in a consonant, so we add an i
* Oscarn would be difficult to pronounce
 (but yotyovuoro is easy, go figure)

2. Genetiivi = genitive
e Marin ystava = Mari’s friend.
e Oscarin kahvila = Oscar’s café.
* Forming the genitive
e add an n to the word

* if the word ends in a consonant, then add —in
* sometimes, the word changes in the genitive



3. Personal pronouns and possessive suffixes

Four ways of saying "My friend”

1. Minun ystava = My friend
2. Mun ystava (spoken)

3. Minun ystavani (formal written)
1. ni=possessive suffix

4. Ystavani (formal written)



Sometimes, the word changes when a suffix
IS added

* mies = man, husband

* Minun mieheni = My husband
* Minun mies

* Minun mieheni ystava = My husband’s friend
= Minun miehen ystava = My husband’s friend
* Miehen ystava = Husband’s friend

* with mies, n is added to miehe, the stem (vartalo in Finnish) of the
word
