(There was a salesman standing at the door./ A salesman was standing at

the door.)
Ikkunassa on rullaverhot. (There are blinds on the window. / The

window has blinds(?))




Eksistentiaalilause

Voi ilmaista myos olemaan tulemista (becoming),
olemasta lakkaamista (disappearing, ceasing) tai

tuntuvaa olotilan muutosta (phase changing).
Perheeseen syntyi kaksoset.
(The twins were born in the family)

Onnettomuudessa kuoli useita katsojia.
(Many spectators died in the accident.)

Tulipalossa vaurioitui julkisia rakennuksia.
(Public buildings were damaged in the fire.)



It tells what is: What exists.

Or what changes.
