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ABSTRACT

This file provides a template for writing papers for the conference submission. The full paper file shall be written in compliance with these instructions. The author is asked to submit the paper in MS Word. An abstract not exceeding 300 words, should appear on the top of the first page, after the title of the paper in the chapter titled "Abstract" (without chapter number), after the names of the authors and the contact information of the first author.
The abstract is a concise summary of the whole paper. It should include a brief description of the general aim, methodology and key points of the results. Present the background and the problem - 1-2 sentences. Present the aim of the present study - 1 sentences. Give information on the employed methodology - 1-2 sentences. Provide main findings - 1-2 sentences.
Keywords: Keyword1; Keyword 2; …..(Maximum 5 Keywords).
1. Introduction
This section should elaborate on the background, the motivation, the aim and briefly describe the paper structure. The background can be related to the general shipping problems but related to the topic of your assignment. The motivation can be related to the choice of the specific system that you are going to cover in this paper. Please clearly provide your aim and objectives related to motivation. It can be related for example to exploring some innovative aspects to cover. Support your statements in this section using scientific literatures. Also provide reference to at list similar of publication and try to find the innovative parts in your study.

2. The considered ship
In this section, you can include the description of your ship, operational profile, description of the system (components and functions) etc.
3. Methodology

This section should present the method followed by the authors to conduct the study. For example, this can include the following: 

a) A flowchart depicting the steps of your methodology.

b) Provide rationale behind the methodology (why these methods are employed).

c) Explain the methodology steps in subsections. If it is a new methodology, give as many details as possible, if the methods employed are well known, give basic information and reference to previous studies or relevant handbooks.
d) Give information on the software/tools you use.
The methodology section should not include the case study/ship description or results. It must be generic and applicable to any type of ship, to the extent possible.
4. Results and Discussion
This section should present the results of applying methodology steps.

General advice:
a) The results section must follow the same structure with the methodology section; all the methodology headings must be present in the results section.

b) Answer the following questions:

1.1.a.1. What demonstrate the results?

1.1.a.2. Why these results are derived? (How the model is influencing the results?)

1.1.a.3. What are the limitations in the analysis and how it affects the results?

1.1.a.4. How do they stand in comparison with other researchers results?

1.1.a.5. What are practical implications from these results?

1.1.a.6. How they are related to your paper initial aim and objectives?

c) Make conclusions based on the results, each paragraph must end with a concluding sentence. This concluding sentence will become a main finding in the conclusions section.
Some more specific advice:

The authors should discuss the differences between each assessed ship system type. Furthermore, the tradeoffs faced during the selection should be mentioned along with any limitations and possible improvements. Finally, based on the comparison, specify which system was selected for your ship.
5. Conclusion

This section should summarize the main outcomes of the study. 

a) Provide a short summary including aim of the research study.

b) Give main findings of the study with bullet points.

c) In last paragraph a) Acknowledge the results/methodology limitations and make proposal for future research or b) demonstrate usefulness of results (What is your practical contribution?).

No new information must be presented in conclusions, only what has been presented so far in other sections.
· Conference paper guidelines
· General information

It is expected that authors will submit carefully written and proofread material. Spelling and grammatical errors, as well as language usage problems, are not acceptable in the final submission. 
Papers are to be prepared in English (British or American). Use one style consistently

Technical terms should be explained. Acronyms should be written out at their first appearance.
· Paper submission
The full paper must be submitted electronically through the MyCourses webpage under MSSE22 Conference/Conference submissions by 8th February 2022 in both word and pdf format. 
· Paper format
The uniform outlook will help the reader to follow the proceedings. This can be obtained most easily if authors use this template file to construct their papers. Please note the following details: this template is an A4 format. All text paragraphs should be single-spaced, with the first line intended by 10 mm (0.4 inches). Double spacing should only be used before and after headings and subheadings as shown in this example. The position and style of headings and subheadings should follow this example. The contents of the paper should use an 11-point Arial font. No spaces should be placed between paragraphs. Please do not change any of the page, paragraph and font settings.

· Tables and Figures

Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be presented. Styles Heading Table and Caption Figure are available in this template for tables and figures. The following is the example for Table 1.
