1. Reflecting

One of the members of our team was not very committed to do the team activities, therefore, a lot of energy and time went on trying to understand their point of view as well as pushing them to carry out the assigned tasks.

Considering the feedback received from each assignment, I was very critical of my mistakes, studying them in detail to understand the root of these and progress on my writing skills.




	There were a few repeated problems in my writing which were mostly due to wrong words, missing prepositions, or other simple grammatical errors. Before I submitted each assignment, I tried to proofread them multiple times, to not make the same mistakes as in the previous activities, and I heavily used online tools such as Grammarly and the classic dictionary to ensure that the right words were used. 

My progress can be seen in the effectiveness of my writing, as I find it easier to present my thoughts on academic writings, as well as being able to form more structured sentences, with less repetition,
