This journal article describes the history, purpose and function of Airbnb and goes into depth about numerous effects and controversies of the service including host income flexibility, racial and sexual discrimination, affordable housing availability and overall livability. Part II of the article includes an analysis of the effects of Airbnb on the New York housing market and focuses heavily on the legislation used to combat the housing crisis caused in part by short-term rentals (STRs) through Airbnb.

This source lacks bias because the article provides multiple claims and counter claims such as the battle between limiting Airbnb’s services to prevent housing crises even though many people in New York rely on Airbnb’s hosting to supply a second income. The article is simply a report on the costs and benefits of Airbnb in US cities. The work is credible because it has been published recently (2017) by the Journal of Affordable Housing & Community Development Law and the author is a well-known alumnus of Brooklyn Law School.

The content of this journal article is useful for both providing an overview of the history and function or Airbnb and analyzing the legislation resulting from the negative effect of Airbnb on existing housing crises. These arguments are central to the topics being researched and will serve as a base for further research in the field.

Outlined in this document is the policy agenda and nationwide statistics for the American Hotel and Lodging Association (AHLA) for the fiscal year of 2016. The section on the effect of Airbnb (pp. 5-6) includes revenue statistics from Penn State University’s School of Hospitality Management for Airbnb’s hosts and overall market growth. The document also highlights key issues the online accommodation service has created including multiple-unit hosts reducing affordable housing in cities, the threatened security and safety of communities and guests, and the lack of regulation of “illegal hotels” or home sharing as compared to commercial operators. The stance of AHLA for each of these issues is to strictly regulate or ban Airbnb in high-density areas to solve them. 
This source is biased towards the benefit of the American Hotel and Lodging Association because the organization strives to maximize revenue for the industry by creating policies to regulate competitors such as Airbnb. This source is reputable because it is a recent (2016) policy document from a registered US association which has been peer-reviewed.
The policy document is useful for the research for a paper analyzing the motives behind bans and restrictions on Airbnb because offers an interesting perspective from the hotel and accommodation industry on their beliefs of the effect of Airbnb and the most effective methods to regulate the service. The hotel industry’s views on Airbnb bans is a key point of discussion in the academic report on the motives behind them, therefore making the statistics and viewpoints in this document useful.

Discussed further is the reasons behind the success of Airbnb and the cuts in revenue the hotel industry has faced. Lastly, the paper points out possible ways in which the hotel industry could combat Airbnb to remain competitive in the accommodation industry.
Due to the frequent citations of other scholarly sources, recent publication (2016), renowned authors in the field of tourism and publication in the London Journal of Revenue and Pricing Management, this source can be considered reputable. This source also is largely unbiased as it states facts about the business model and success of Airbnb yet also providing clear information about the hotel industry and suggests how it can stay competitive in the changing industry.
The analysis of Airbnb’s business model and reasons behind its success will provide useful background in the research on the motives behind Airbnb bans. Alternate options for the hotel industry to counter the competition of Airbnb will also be crucial counterarguments to the bans that the American Hotel and Lodging Association are advocating for.

This article details the change in taxation policy for Airbnb in Newark, New Jersey. Discussed is the comparison of taxation between Airbnb and hotels, the estimated tax revenues for the city as a result of the policy and analysis of banning versus regulating the service. Included are the viewpoints and comments of the mayor Ras Baraka and president of the New Jersey Restaurant and Hospitality Association (NJRHA) on the new taxation policy.

The information in this article is credible because it has been posted by the Wall Street Journal directly after the new legislation in 2016, offers accurate quotes from key actors in the policymaking and has been written by Kate King. King is a business and economic development writer with a focus on New York City and the tri-state area. Due to the frequent comments provided by policymakers and city government officials about the benefits of taxation, the article is biased as it leans towards the regulation of Airbnb.

The article provides valuable perspectives and statistics for a case study on Newark as an example of a US city which embraces Airbnb with regulation. The comments from the article by key actors in the Newark city council and NJRHA provide a nuanced perspective into the reasons for taxing Airbnb and the benefit these taxes can provide to the city. Lastly, the article provides an important statistical analysis on the city tax revenue with and without Airbnb regulation which is crucial to examine when discussing the arguments behind Airbnb taxation.

The purpose of this journal article is to describe and analyze recent legislation in San Francisco further regulating short-term rentals. Included is a wider discussion of the housing crisis in San Francisco and how the incentives set by Airbnb are a major cause. Lastly, the article contains commentary by the co-director of the Council of Community Housing Organizations on the legislation.

The article clearly identifies the legislation, is recent (2016), includes commentary from government officials and gives multiple perspectives on the causes of the housing crisis in San Francisco. The article argues that the legislation made was deficient to address the severity of the housing crisis, therefore proving the source to be slightly biased towards stricter Airbnb regulation. The publisher is religiously affiliated, therefore bias towards Christian beliefs could be identified.
The current state of the San Francisco is a key example in the argument that Airbnb exacerbates housing crises and a major factor behind cities setting bans on the service. Therefore, this article is crucial in the research of the motives behind Airbnb bans and will provide a unique perspective from the housing council on existing legislation.

This work presents results of studies on sharing markets to benefit the strategies of firms, online platforms and the decision-making of consumers. Overall, the paper discusses the reputation of and competition created by online markets. The paper first delves into the impact of reviews on online hotel booking websites TripAdvisor and Expedia and then further investigates the impact of hotel responses to those reviews on the amount of bookings. The second part of the paper studies Airbnb and specifically the impact of the service on the hotel industry in Austin, Texas.
Since this paper is primarily a report of findings in different sharing markets and the analysis of company or industry strategies, the content is largely unbiased. The author Davide Proserpio is an Assistant Professor of Marketing at the University of Southern California and an expert in the problems related to digital markets. The work has 77 references of other scholarly works and is recent (2016), making the work credible.
This paper is useful for conducting research for a paper on the motives behind Airbnb bans as the work discusses the impact of online markets on traditional markets, includes a specific example of Airbnb affecting the Texas hotel industry and connects business theory and strategies to these markets. The statistics presented on the impact of Airbnb are also crucial to the topic being researched for the academic report.

The factors which make this journal article credible are the recent publication date (2016), multiple citations of the work for the research of other scholarly journal articles and the reputation of the author. Floyd Rudmin is a psychology professor at the Arctic University of Norway and has written multiple works on psychology and its connection to business.
The application of business theories to the sharing economy and an analysis of the business model of Airbnb are critical elements to the research for the motives behind bans set on Airbnb. These points about business psychology, strategy and models on the service will provide an interesting nuance within the research.

This journal article is credible because it has been cited by five other scholarly works, has been recently published in the well-known Economic Affairs journal and the author, Matthew Sinclair, is an accredited journalist on philanthropy and the non-profit sector. The article also lacks bias because of the varied presentation of arguments advocating for and against the regulation of the sharing market. However, the article leans towards the advocacy of the rights and welfare of people due to the topics which the author has studied and clearly has interest in.
The topic of the sharing economy and the efficient regulation of it are important points of discussion when analyzing the bans set on Airbnb in the United States. This article will serve as a human rights and protections centered perspective on the efficient regulation of Airbnb.
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
