» Kokeilla = to try
e Past tense: have you tried: oletteko kokeilleet



Endings

paperissa - in the paper paperista - from the paper
paperiin - into the paper

paperin - the paper's

paperit - plural: the papers

paperilla - on the paper

paperille - onto the paper

paperilta - from (on) the paper



Mihin?

e Bussiin —into the bus
e Bussissa —in the bus
e Bussista — from inside the bus

* Bussille — to the bus (standing outside)
 Bussilla —on the bus, by bus (menen bussilla toihin)
* Bussilta — from the bus (standing outside)

Place names:
- Helsinki -> Helsinkiin (never Helsingille)
- Tampere -> Tampereelle (never Tampereeseen)



Exceptions

 Asemalla — at the station, inside the station

* Asemalla always goes with lla/lle/Ita
e Because traditionally, asema (station, stop) were outdoors

» Kioskilla — at the kiosk, inside the kiosk
e R-kioski
e Kuntosalilla

* Yliopistolla/yliopistossa
* Both are used to mean the same thing

Word types

e TALO and BUSSI words

* stick the case endings on (+ kpt changes)

 HUONE words

* double the e before the endings
* NEN words: -nen becomes -se before adding the endings
e Other words ending with i (NIMI, NUORI, VESI)

* You know the most common words in these groups and can make some of
their frequently used forms

e Especially: vesi -> vedessa, vetta

Laakarissa: Et saa menna toihin tanaan! (Doctor’s orders!)



Osata

e Osata is used to express a learned skill or knowledge

* M3 en osaa puhua japania
| can’t speak Japanese (because | don’t know it, | haven’t studied it, | don’t
have that skill).

* Osaan ajaa pyoralla.
e | know how to ride a bike.



Voida

* Olen kasvissy0ja, en voi sydda lihaa.

* Ma en voi puhua suomea, koska se on liian stressaavaal
= | can’t speak Finnish because it’s too stressful

(I've studied it, I'm allowed to speak it, but...)



Voida

En voi ajaa pyoralla.
* No one is stopping me from riding a bike.
* | have the ability and skill to ride a bike.

* But there’s a reason | can’t do it now

* perhaps I’'m not feeling so great
today
