Mögen Sie / Magst du…?   Ja, ich mag / trage gern… 

Do you like..?     Yes, I like (to wear)… 

Gefällt dir / Gefällt Ihnen der Pulli?   Ja, der Pulli gefällt mir. 

Do you like the jumper?    Yes, I like the jumper. 

Gefallen Ihnen / Gefallen dir die Schuhe?  Nein, die Schuhe gefallen mir nicht. 

Do you like the shoes?    No, I do not like the shoes.
