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1. The course is taught to four directors and four cinematographers.  Students form four teams and prepare and shoot four scenes using a moving camera.  Gil Bettman will be working only with the directors and the cinematographers and only on visual design.
2. Before Gil arrives, each team will select a scene that they will prepare and shoot as their main learning exercise. The scene should be chosen NO LATER THAN 29.4. The students should select from a list of fifteen scenes.  These scenes especially lend themselves to being shot with a moving camera.   The script pages to the scenes can be found on Gil’s website as a resource.  They are called “Fifteen Walk and Talk Scenes”. 3. Two teams should NOT DO the same scene, so communicate within teams which scene you will be working on. 
4. CASTING: each director will choose 2-3 actors preselected to the course. You will have 6 actors (TEAK MA students, 2 women – 4 men) to choose from. The actors will be communicated to you separately. 

5. The actors should have the lines memorized by the prep day, SO the SCENES WILL NEED TO BE SENT TO THE CHOSEN ACTORS NO LATER THAN 3.5.  Some of the scenes are heavy on dialogue and require a good amount of preparation on the actors’ part.  The actors must have all the lines memorized by the shoot day.  

6. The scenes can be done in any language.  But in order to do this the scenes must be translated before the start of the seminar.  Students will do the translation by themselves.
7. LOCATIONS. Before the start of the course, the students (each team) should start location scouting.  Locations are crucial.  The best locations are empty houses hallways, classrooms or meeting spaces with lots of windows.  If you are going to move the camera you will get the most kinetic shot by staging the scene between the camera and the windows.  No space smaller than 25 feet by 20 feet.  The scene from the film Stepford Wives requires a kitchen.  If one of these scenes are chosen the location should be a commercial or school kitchen.  The scene from Kramer vs Kramer and one from Jerry Maguire call for hallways.  The wider, the longer, the better.  If the hallways have windows or are open air balcony/hallways this is even better. The scenes from Warrior, Seven, Almost Famous and Jerry Maguire can be shot exterior day.  
Once you have chosen your scene (do it together in your teams of 2), chosen your actors and sent the scene for them to prepare, start looking for your location. The shoot days will be Friday and Saturday and we are looking into getting permission to shoot in Väre corridors. Please inform Saara and Rane of your (possible) chosen location (on Otaniemi campus) BY TUESDAY 7.5 so we can make sure this is possible. If you decide to shoot outside, please look for an exact location as well, but no permissions are needed.
