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Floß

We invented a car ferry called Floß that uses the Steward Gough 
method in its connecting elements. Th e cars on the deck are heavy, 
and the fl oating ferry ride on the sea waves can be fi erce. Based 
on the Steward Gough method, the tubular structure fl exes and 
adapts to the weight of cars and waves.

Our miniature model of Floß consists of a fl oating platform 
connected to a car deck with 6 tubes. Th e tubes can move vertically, 
allowing a little adaptive movement of the car deck horizontally 
and vertically. Th anks to Floß, travelling with cars is now more 
comfortable and safety than you have ever imagined.
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
